It 

professes the faith uniquely revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in the 

catholic creeds, which faith the Church is called upon to proclaim afresh in each 

generation. Led by the Holy Spirit, it has borne witness to Christian truth in its 

historic formularies, the Thirty-nine Articles of Religion, the Book of Common 

Prayer and the Ordering of Bishops, Priests and Deacons. In the declaration 

you are about to make, will you affirm your loyalty to this inheritance of faith 

as your inspiration and guidance under God in bringing the grace and truth of 

Christ to this generation and making Him known to those in your care? 

 

 

DECLARATION OF ASSENT 

I, Hannah Faith Barraclough, do so affirm, and accordingly declare my belief in 

the faith which is revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in the catholic 

creeds and to which the historic formularies of the Church of England bear 

witness; and in public prayer and administration of the sacraments, I will use 

only the forms of service which are authorized or allowed by Canon.

THE GREETING 
 

The Bishop greets the people. 
 

Blessed be God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 

All  Blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever. Amen. 
 

There is one body and one spirit. 

All There is one hope to which we were called; 
 

 One Lord, one faith, one baptism, 

All  one God and Father of all.

The congregation sits and Bishop Christopher introduces the service. 
 

Bishop God calls his people to follow Christ, and forms us into a royal 

priesthood, a holy nation, to declare the wonderful deeds of him 

who has called us out of darkness into his marvellous light. 
 

The Church is the Body of Christ, the people of God and the 

dwelling-place of the Holy Spirit. In baptism the whole Church is 

summoned to witness God’s love and to work for the coming of 

his kingdom. 
 

To serve this royal priesthood, God has given us a variety of 

ministries. Deacons are ordained so that the people of God may 

be better equipped to make Christ known. Theirs is a life of visible 

self-giving. Christ is the pattern of their calling and their 

commission; as he washed the feet of his disciples, so they must 

wash the feet of others.

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Bishop Do they believe her to be duly called to serve God in this ministry? 

Archdeacon They do. 
 

The Bishop turns to Hannah and says 

  Do you believe that God is calling you to this ministry? 

Hannah I do so believe. 
 

Bishop Has this ordinand taken the necessary oaths and made the 

Declaration of Assent? 
 

Archdeacon She has duly taken the oath of allegiance to the Sovereign and the 

oath of canonical obedience to the Bishop. She has affirmed and 

declared her belief in ‘the faith which is revealed in the Holy 

Scriptures and set forth in the catholic creeds and to which the 

historic formularies of the Church of England bear witness’.

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The Liturgy of Ordination 
 

THE DECLARATIONS 
 

Hannah stands. The Bishop then addresses the congregation. 
 

Bishop Deacons are called to work with the Bishop and the priests with 

whom they serve as heralds of Christ’s kingdom. They are to 

proclaim the gospel in word and deed, as agents of God’s purposes 

of love. They are to serve the community in which they are set, 

bringing to the Church the needs and hopes of all the people.  

 They are to work with their fellow members in searching out the 

poor and weak, the sick and lonely and those who are oppressed 

and powerless, reaching into the forgotten corners of the world, 

that the love of God may be made visible. 
 

Deacons share in the pastoral ministry of the Church and in 

leading God’s people in worship. They preach the word and bring 

the needs of the world before the Church in intercession. They 

accompany those searching for faith and bring them to baptism. 

They assist in administering the sacraments; they distribute 

communion and minister to the sick and housebound. 
 

Deacons are to seek nourishment from the Scriptures; they are to 

study them with God’s people, that the whole Church may be 

equipped to live out the gospel in the world. They are to be faithful 

in prayer, expectant and watchful for the signs of God’s presence, 

as he reveals his kingdom among us. 
 

The Bishop addresses Hannah directly. 
 

We trust that you are fully determined, by the grace of God, to 

give yourself wholly to his service, that you may draw his people 

into that new life which God has prepared for those who love him. 
 

  And now, in order that we may know your mind and purpose,  

  you must make the declarations we put to you.  
 

Do you accept the Holy Scriptures as revealing all things necessary 

for eternal salvation through faith in Jesus Christ? 

Hannah I do so accept them. 
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Bishop Will you be diligent in prayer, in reading Holy Scripture, and in all 

studies that will deepen your faith and fit you to bear witness to 

the truth of the gospel? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 

 

Bishop Do you believe the doctrine of the Christian faith as the Church of 

England has received it, and in your ministry will you expound and 

teach it? 

Hannah I believe it and will so do. 

 

Bishop Will you strive to make the love of Christ known through word 

and example, and have a particular care for those in need? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 
 

Bishop Will you be a faithful servant in the household of God, after the 

example of Christ, who came not to be served but to serve? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 
 

Bishop Will you endeavour to fashion your own life and that of your 

household according to the way of Christ, that you may be a 

pattern and example to Christ’s people? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 
 

Bishop Will you work with your fellow servants in the gospel for the sake 

 of the kingdom of God? 

Hannah  By the help of God, I will.  
 

Bishop Will you accept the discipline of this Church and give due respect 

 to those in authority? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 
 

Bishop Will you then, in the strength of the Holy Spirit, continually stir up 

the gift of God that is in you, to grow in holiness and grace? 

Hannah By the help of God, I will. 

 

Hannah turns to face the congregation. The Bishop addresses the congregation. 
 

Bishop Brothers and sisters, you have heard how great is the charge  

 that Hannah is ready to undertake, and you have heard her 

declarations. 
 

 Is it now your will that Hannah should be ordained? 

All  It is. 
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Will you continually pray for her? 

All  We will. 
 
 

Will you uphold and encourage her in their ministry? 

All  We will.  
 

 

 

Hannah turns back to face the Bishop. 
  

In the name of our Lord, we bid you remember the greatness of 

the trust in which you are now to share: the ministry of Christ 

himself, who for our sake took the form of a servant. Remember 

always with thanksgiving that the people among whom you will 

minister are made in God’s image and likeness. In serving them you 

are serving Christ himself, before whom you will be called to account. 
 

You cannot bear the weight of this calling in your own strength, 

but only by the grace and power of God.  

Pray therefore that your heart may daily be enlarged and your 

understanding of the Scriptures enlightened.  
 

Pray earnestly for the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
 

The Bishop and Hannah kneel. 

 

The congregation kneels or remains seated and all pray in silence.

  In peace let us pray to the Lord:  

 Lord Jesus, you called your disciples to take up the cross: 

 deepen in each of us a sense of vocation.

 unite all Christians that the world may believe. 

All Lord, hear us. 
 

 Lord Jesus, at your call men and women forsook all to follow you: 

 bless all those to be ordained deacon and the parishes they serve. 

All Lord, hear us. 
 

 Lord Jesus, you broke down the walls that divide us: 
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 bring the people of this world to live in peace and concord.  

All Lord, hear us. 
 

 Lord Jesus, you cured by your healing touch and word: 

 heal the sick, comfort the bereaved and sustain all who care 

 and welcome us all at the last into fullness of life.
