The Declaration of Assent is made by deacons, priests and bishops of the Church of England when
they are ordained and on each occasion when they take up a new appointment. The Declaration
has already been made by the candidate.

PREFACE
The Church of England is part of the One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic
Church, worshipping the one true God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. It
professes the faith uniquely revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in
the catholic creeds, which faith the Church is called upon to proclaim afresh
in each generation. Led by the Holy Spirit, it has borne witness to Christian
truth in its historic formularies, the Thirty-nine Articles of Religion, the
Book of Common Prayer and the Ordering of Bishops, Priests and
Deacons. In the declaration you are about to make, will you affirm your
loyalty to this inheritance of faith as your inspiration and guidance under
God in bringing the grace and truth of Christ to this generation and making
him known to those in your care!?

Ordinand |, Hugo Charles Deadman, do so affirm, and accordingly
declare my belief in the faith which is revealed in the Holy Scriptures and
set forth in the catholic creeds and to which the historic formularies of the
Church of England bear witness; and in public prayer and administration of
the sacraments, | will use only the forms of service which are authorized or
allowed by Canon.

They are to set the example of the Good Shepherd always before them as the
pattern of their calling. With the Bishop and their fellow presbyters, they are
to sustain the community of the faithful by the ministry of word and
sacrament, that we all may grow into the fullness of Christ and be a living
sacrifice acceptable to God.

He has affirmed and
declared his belief in ‘the faith which is revealed in the Holy
Scriptures and set forth in the catholic creeds and to which the
historic formularies of the Church of England bear witness’.

THE DECLARATIONS

The ordinand stands before the Bishop, who addresses the congregation.

Bishop Priests are called to be servants and shepherds among the people
to whom they are sent. With their Bishop and fellow ministers,
they are to proclaim the word of the Lord and to watch for the
sighs of God’s new creation. They are to be messengers,
watchmen and stewards of the Lord; they are to teach and to
admonish, to feed and provide for his family, to search for his
children in the wilderness of this world’s temptations, and to
guide them through its confusions, that they may be saved
through Christ for ever. Formed by the word, they are to call



their hearers to repentance and to declare in Christ's name the
absolution and forgiveness of their sins.

With all God’s people, they are to tell the story of God’s love.
They are to baptize new disciples in the name of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, and to walk with them in the
way of Christ, nurturing them in the faith.

They are to unfold the Scriptures, to preach the word in season
and out of season, and to declare the mighty acts of God. They

are to preside at the Lord’s table and lead his people in worship,
offering with them a spiritual sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving.

They are to bless the people in God’s name. They are to resist

evil, support the weak, defend the poor, and intercede for all in
need. They are to minister to the sick and prepare the dying for
their death.

Guided by the Spirit, they are to discern and foster the gifts of all
God’s people, that the whole Church may be built up in unity and
faith.
