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Board of Education

Look Up! – Art Activity

Remind the children of Rocket’s love of stars and how excited she was when she saw the meteor shower falling through the sky. This lesson involves creating a piece of art which shows the catching of a star.

You will need
Liquid watercolours
Droppers or pipettes
Watercolour paper
Paintbrush
Salt
Yellow construction paper
Scissors
Glue

1. Start by painting a layer of water over your entire sheet of watercolour paper.
[image: paint watercolor paper with a layer of water]
2. Use droppers or pipettes to drop liquid watercolours onto your paper. Use blue, turquoise, and green to resemble the sky.
[image: drop liquid watercolors onto paper with pipettes]
3. Continue until the paper is completely covered in colour.

4. Sprinkle salt onto your painted paper. The salt creates such an interesting effect on the wet paint!

[image: liquid watercolor art with epson salt]5. Cut out a yellow star from your construction paper and glue it onto your paper. You have caught your star.
Ask the children about where their star is – in the middle of a puddle, a tropical ocean, deep or shallow water. Would they change the shade of blue in their picture if the water was deeper, more scary, calm?
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
