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Respect

Key Stage 2 – Reflection 1

[bookmark: _Hlk142043533]This reflection builds on the idea established in the whole-school worship that we must respect for ourselves and each other because we are made in God’s image and extends this into the importance of respecting the created world.

You will need the associated PowerPoint.

Slide 1: Re-cap the whole school collective worship on respect, reminding children that we are called to have respect for ourselves and each other because we are made in God’s image.

Slides 2-19: Introduce Psalm 104 to the children using the PowerPoint slides. Explain to the children that the Book of Psalms in the Old Testament of the Bible is a book of 150 songs or poems (that’s what a psalm is) telling the story of God’s relationship with the world and his people. Psalm 104 is a great hymn of respect to God and the Creation that he has made. 

Slide 20: Focus the children on the idea that God made people in his own image to respect and look after Creation and we must respect God’.

Ask the children whether they have any ideas about how they can respect and care for Creation. Slides 16-21 may be useful – you could go through them to see how many of the ideas the children had thought of.

Slide 22: Finish with this prayer or an alternative according to the custom of the school.
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
