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Perseverance

Key Stage 1 – Reflection 1

The reflection builds on the whole school collective worship on Perseverance and builds on the idea that perseverance isn’t always easy but is important if we want to be the best person that we can.

You will need the associated Powerpoint.

Slide 1: Recap the theme of perseverance from the whole school worship. Remind the children that showing perseverance doesn’t mean being good at things or being a big success, it means keeping on trying when we feel like giving up.

Slide 2: Tell the children that we are going to hear a story that Jesus told about a man who never gave up.

Slide 3: Late one night some unexpected visitors arrived at a man’s house. They were tired and very hungry, after walking a long way to his town. But the man had no food for his unexpected guests.

Slide 4: It was getting really late when the man went to borrow some bread from his friend. He knew he would already be in bed, but the man’s visitors needed something to eat.

Slide 5: His friend woke up when he heard the man shouting out for bread. ‘Go away,’ he called back, ‘the house is locked and we are all in bed. Come back tomorrow.’

Slide 6: The man did not stop. He kept on calling to his friend. ‘I need three loaves of bread for my visitors,’ he yelled. ‘I won’t go away until you give me some.’

Slide 7: Eventually the man in the house could take no more. He got out of bed and went to the kitchen to give his friend the bread he needed.

Slide 8: Jesus said that the man got what he needed because he never gave up and that we should be like that man. We have to persevere and not be discouraged.

Slide 9: Jesus said, ‘If you keep on knocking then the door will open - just don’t give up.’

Slide 10: Ask children what they think is going on in this picture. What could we do to encourage the girl not to give up?

Slide 11: Have a go at making up ‘three rules for helping someone to persevere’ together and write these up in the reflection corner of the classroom. (e.g. say encouraging things, offer to help (but don’t do it for them), say a prayer for them).

Slide 12: End with the closing prayer from the first collective worship.
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
