Mission: Building relationships with those who live and work in our parish, through generous hospitality, creative and engaging events and services, quiet spaces for contemplation and everyday encounters that point to the love and good news of Jesus.
 
Discipleship: Developing a genuine community of Christian disciples (learners) by nurturing those new to faith and equipping those maturing in faith to live as followers of Jesus.
 
Spirituality: Continuing to offer, and create opportunities for people to encounter the living God not only in prayer and contemplation but also in their whole lives.
 
In the context of LPS: we will be discussing whether we might highlight in our future submission the following (taken from Rona’s draft LPS report):
 
The positive impact of new initiatives such as the Monday Morning Contemplation (a 45 minute-one hour session with quiet music, discussion, prayer and the readings from the week to come) and whether this can be continued/developed in the future.  Ditto the monthly candlelight communions.
 
How to further enhance the valuable effects of the Make our Church More Welcoming project, including any further adjustments to our physical infrastructure but also the way in which we interact with people who come to our church – particularly those who are not regular attendees.
 
We would look to the Diocese (as well as our new incumbent) to help us nurture the [many] hard-pressed lay people in the parish who make such an invaluable contribution to the running of our church – the time of these folk, so freely given, is a critical factor, and any support must be practical and accessible – not demanding that the same people devote even more scarce time to remote training courses etc.  This is consistent with the ideas in the ABC’s “Setting God’s People Free” approach, “affirming and enabling the complementary roles and vocations of clergy and of lay people”.
 
We acknowledge (as in our Parish Profile) that there are some things that are now presently working as well as they might – our monthly Family Service is one that has been having diminishing impact with its target group, and we need (again) to consider the format of this important opportunity to reach out to the younger cohort of our parish in an enjoyable and meaningful way (as well as how to ensure the continued involvement of youngsters when they reach the stage where sports and other activities present a stiff competing demand).  Ditto our Sunday School, which is services by loyal and talented adults but which attracts very variable attendance.
 
These are just issues for future discussion within the PCC and then with our new priest.
