Introduction - the legal framework

1.1 Section 86 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 (as amended) places a duty on admission authorities to comply with a parent’s preference for a school unless it would prejudice the provision of efficient education or the efficient use of resources. 

1.2

The Governing Body, as the admission authority for the school, bases its case on the fact that the published admission number (PAN) has been reached/exceed and that to allow further admissions will prejudice efficient education and the efficient use of resources. The difficulties that further admissions will cause are outlined in section 4.

The Governing Body believes that no error was made in the implementation of the admission arrangements which disadvantaged the appellant’s child / any of the appellants’ children.

Admission Arrangements 

2.1
Name of School is an Aided School under the Church of England Diocese of Portsmouth/Winchester. The Governing Body is the admission authority for the school and as such, must act in accordance with the School Admissions Code and other laws relating to admissions, relevant human rights and equalities legislation. All own authority schools are required to determine and apply their own admission arrangements. 

2.2
Name of School consults annually with the Local Authority (LA) and local schools about the number of children it will admit, based on the physical capacity of the school. This figure is established as the published admission number (PAN). The school is obliged to admit up to this number if it receives sufficient applications.  The PAN is published on the school’s website, in the school’s annual prospectus for parents and on the LA’s website.

2.3 
Schools are also required to publish their admission policy each school year. A school’s admission policy includes its oversubscription criteria which determine which applicants can be offered places when there are more applications received than places available.

In accordance with the School Admissions Code, the LA publishes an annual coordinated scheme for admissions in Hampshire which all publicly-funded Hampshire schools must follow. A copy of Hampshire’s scheme for main round admissions in 20XX/20XX, is published on the Local Authority’s (LA’s) website. (See Appendix 1)

If a place is available in the year group applied for, except in limited circumstances, the admission authority for the school must offer a place.  Where a year group is full, applicants are refused in writing; advised of their right of appeal to an independent appeal panel and informed that their child’s name has been added to the waiting list.  The County Admissions Team also advises parents, if applicable, of the nearest school (measured by straight line distance) with a place available. The onus is on the parent to apply for an alternative school, if they haven’t done so already.   

2.7

The waiting list is ordered solely according to the admission criteria. The position therefore of any individual on the list can change as new applicants are added. When a place becomes available in any year group with a waiting list, the place is offered to the child at the top of the list at that time.

A child may also be offered a place through either the LA’s Fair Access Protocol which allows the school to offer a place over the PAN for certain categories of vulnerable children or as an excepted pupil (infant classes only) in accordance with a list of permitted exceptions as prescribed in infant class legislation. In either of these circumstances, in order to return to the PAN, a place will not be offered when the next child leaves from the relevant year group.  The same applies where a school is obliged to exceed its PAN as a result of a child admitted by an independent appeal panel.
